Someone has difficulty signing on with a family doctor (G.P.)

People’s right to sign with a family doctor depends on the nature of their immigration status. As a general rule, only people who are working or are the dependent of a worker are entitled to ongoing care if they have come here recently. However, doctors should be encouraged to submit applications to the NI Health and Social Care (HSC) Business Services Organisation (BSO) to make the decision, rather than assuming that everyone from a certain country or ethnic group (e.g. Roma) is ineligible.
